to 30 June 1951, inchisive. >\ith cits.tion as follows: 

The Government of the Repuhlic of Kore.a extends its deepest, 
mo11t sincere and heartfelt appreciation for the magnffioellt 
manner in which the 315th Air Division (Combat Qu,go) 
head(!Ull,rters distinguished it.self by petfonning fta aaigned 
mission of directing the flying operation known popularly as 
the "Korean Airlift." :From 10 September 1950 to 30 J'une 
1951, the 315th Air Division (Combat Ca.rgo) Headquarters, 
originally known 118 Far East Air Forces Combat Cargo 
Command Headquarte?S, was respc;nsible for the planning 
and execution of the Airlift Operation, whieh served all the 
United Nations Forces in Korea. The 315th .4.ir Divi&ion 
during the period, utilizing a fleet of C-54 Skymasteis. C-119 
Flying Boxcars, C-46 Comm1U1dos, and C-47 Skytniins, 
provided strong logistical auppo.rt for the Republk of KONa 
and United Nations military forces by airlifting more Utan 
250,000 tons of supplies, ammunition, medical aupplie., and 
other vitally needed war mat,eris.ls, Hundreds of 'Wt>Wlded 
Republic of Korea troops, nurses, and Korean eivili&DII were 
evacuated from frontliue combat a.res.a to bospit&ls in Korea 
a.nd Japan. In addition, thousands of Republic of Korea 
troops, nurses, and government officials w"re a.fr ~rted 
to frontline areu from the rear areas of &luth Korea. Undtt 
fire, large groups of Republic of KoreA. troops and refugee11 
were evacuated to point!I of safety in Southern - Korea. 
During the United Kations withdrawal be-fQtti the over­
whelming Chinese Forees over a tboooand Ko;rea.u oq>hana 
were evacuated to safety from Seoul. These orphans would 
hs.ve perished as there W&S no other s&fe way out for too pool' 

waifs. The 315th .Air Division Headqua:rtem gave almost 
continuous logistic support by air drop to Republic of Kore& 
forces; many of whom were sunounded or o~ wt off 
from ground !luppJy. Ammunition, food, water, medieal 
supplies and other essential war ms.teris.ls were air dropped. 
The 315th Air Division (Combat CargQ) Headquarters W&I 

also responsible during this perjod for providing airlift for 
hundreds of spet'.ial missions of great; ~ to the 
Republic of Korea. The Headquarters wu allao ~ 
for providing the voice phmffl whieh dropped ~ 
and surrender leafieta to enemy troops and brolldeuting 
surrender appeals in Korean a.nd Chifle;;le. Theee l!U!ll!iolla 
were particularly suetlfl!!i!ful in view of thb many pdiloat!cJ 
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1aken with surrender leaflets in 1heir hands. inelldag 
1,800 in one day. Through its unfailing support of ~ 
of Korea troops and its humanitarian airlifl; assirtance to 
strieken refugees and wounded civilians in Korea, the 3151h 
Air Division (Combat Cargo) Headquarlera baa reileelled 
grea.t credit upon itself, the Republic of Korea and the 
United StaWJ Air Force. 

The outstanding pedormanee of duty by each individual 
of the above cited units, is in accord with the highest tradi­
tions of the military service.
