AWARD OF THE MBDAL OP HONOR

By direction of the President, under the Joint Resolution of Congress 

approved 12 ,July 1862 ( amended by act of 3 :a.larch 186:1, ::wt of 9 ,Ju1y 1918, and 
act of 25 July 1963), the :Medal of Honor for conspicuous gallantry and intre­
pidity at the risk of life nbon~ and beyond the cttll of duty is awarded post­
humously by the Department of the Army in the name of Congress to: 

Specialist Four Robed F. Sti-yker, United States Army, who 
distinguished himself by conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity on 7 Novem­
ber 1967 while serdng with Company C, 1st Battalion, 26th Infantry, 1st In­
fantry Division in the Republic of Vietn,un. On this date Specialist Str-yl:er 
was serving as a grenadier in multi-company reconnaissance-in-force near Loe 
Ninh. As his unit mon~cl through the dense undeebrush: it was suddenly met 
with a hail of rocket, automatic \Yea.pons, and small arms fire from enemy forces 
concealed in fortified bunkers and in the sun-ounding trees. Reacting quickly, 
Specialist Stryker fired into the enemy positions with his grenade launcher. 
During the devastating exchange of fire, Specialist Sfi'yker detected enemy ele­
ments attempting to encircle his company and isolate it from the 111,iin body of 
the friendly force. Fndaunted by tl1e enemy machinegun and small arms fire, 
Specialist Str,Jkcr repe:1tedJy fired grenades into the trees, killing enemy snipers 
and enabling his commcles to sernr the itttempted encirdement. ,\s the battle 
continued, Specialist Sfry,~·er obser\'ed several wounded members of his squad 
in the killing zone of an enemy claymore mine. 'With l'omplete disregard for 
his own sn.fety, he threw himself npon the mine as it was detonated. He was 
mortally wounded as his body absorbed the blm;t auJ. shielded his conmulcs from 
the explosion. His unselfish actions were responsible for saving the livrs of at 
least six of his fellow soldiers. Speci,tlist St1yker~s great personal bravery was 
in keeping with the highest traditions of the military serdce an<l reflects great 
credit upon himself, his 1mit.. :m<l the United States .\rmy.
