ORGANIZATIONAL ACTIONS OF UNITS TO FORM THE 66TH ARMOR
REGIMENT UNDER THE US ARMY REGIMENTAL SYSTEM

Department of the Army General Orders 31, 15 July 1983 is AMENDED to
change paragraphs 2 thru 6 as indicated:

2. The 4th Bn, 64th Armor, UIC: WFL9AA will be REORGANIZED at zero
strength, RELIEVED from ASSIGNMENT to the 3d Infantry Division in
Germany and REASSIGNED to the 24th Infantry Division at Fort Stewart GA
under MTOE 17-235JFC24, FC1083, effective 15 August 1983.

3. The 3d Bn, 69th Armor, UIC: WGM7AA will be ACTIVATED and AS-
SIGNED to the 3d Infantry Division in Germany under MTOE 17-235JE101,
E10282 with the following strengths: STSTR: 40 OFF, 2 WO, 560 ENL, 602
AGG-AUSTR: 39 OFF, 2 WO, 519 ENL, 560 AGG, effective 15 August 1983.

4. The 3d Bn, 66th Armor, UIC: WAD7AA will be REORGANIZED at zero
strength and remains ASSIGNED to the 2d Armored Division at Fort Hood,
TX under MTOE 17-235JF(C24, FC1083, effective 16 August 1983.

5. The 4th Bn, 64th Armor, UIC: WFL9AA will be REORGANIZED and AS-
SIGNED to the 24tk Infantry Division at Fort Stewart GA under MTOE
17-235JFC24, FC1083 with the following strengths: STSTR: 40 OFF, 2 WO,
523 ENL, 565 AGG-AUSTR: 40 OFF, 2 WO, 519 ENL, 561 AGG, effective 16
August 1983.

6. INACTIVATE the 2d Bn, 67th Armor, UIC: WAD9AA under MTOE
17-235JFC11, FC1083 at Fort Hood, TX, effective 17 August 1983. The 3d Bn,
66th Armor, UIC: WADTAA will be REORGANIZED under the 2d Armored
Division at Fort Hood, TX under MTOE 17-235JFC11, FC1083 with the follow-
ing strengths: STSTR: 40 OFF, 2 WO, 532 ENL, 57, AGG-AUSTR: 40 OFF, 2
WO, 532 ENL, 574 AGG, effective 17 August 1983.
