The sponsor undentands that, so far u poseible, key individual■ who meet the oraan• 
lzational requJrements wW be identified with the sponsor, and the sponsor wW endeavor to maintain at all time■ the authorized strenath of the 
unit with qualified penonnel. Individuals whom the 1Ponsor desires uai&ned to the unit muat be member■ of, or assimilated into, the Army 
Reserve under elt&blished policies and re&Uiations of the Department of the Army and the laws of the United States and will be in a cate11ory which 
will not require deferment for buainea or penonal reason■ in the event of mobilization, and wW normally be available for annual active duty for 
traininll with the unit. 

3. Equipment furnished by the Department of the Army wW be supplied in accordance with re11ulation■ and law applicable to the Anny 
Reserve. 

4. The 1Ponsor will, where practicable, make available at no exPen■e to the 11overnment adequate apace for cl.usroom facilities and for 
the storaae of equipment furnished by the Department of the Army. 

ri. Trainin& will be scheduled in accordance with current directive■• 

6. Pay for reaerve duty trainin& aaemblies and active duty for trainin& (includln6 field trainln,J wW be continaent upon the availability of 
Army Re1erve funda appropriated for such purpose■. 

7. The sponsor may nominate a co-eponsor for the unit or sub-eponson for components of the unit, aubject to the approval of the 
Depertment of the Army. The proviaion■ of parasraph 2 above apply equally to co-epon■on and aub111onson. 

8. A copy of the formal resolution of the 11overnin& body of the sponsor's or&anlzation approvinll its participation in the Department of the 
Army Civilian Sponsored Unit Prosram ia attached hereto u Incloaure 2. (Not applicable If the ,pon,or II on Individual or coportner,hip.J 

9. Thia document ii undentood to be only a mutual exPression of 1100d faith, active intereat, and confidence and ii intended to express the 
voluntary plan, of the parties with respect to their participation in the Department of the Army Civilian Sponsored Unit Propam u a part of the 
National Defen■e Prolll'8,lll. The aareement between the Department of the Army and the 1Ponsor may be terminated at any time by written notice 
by either party.
